V priibéhu, a i po dokoncéeni doktorandského studia jsem asi 5 let plisobil v praktické ochrané
ptirody na CHKO Bromovsko a na Spravé NP Sumava a nasledné jsem se vratil zpét na zdejsi
katedru botaniky, kde ptisobim jiz 16 let.

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I work at the Department of Botany, Faculty of Science, University of South Bohemia. Within
the systematics group, my research focuses on the biology, distribution, genome size, and
phylogeny of ferns and lycophytes. I am also closely involved in nature conservation and
collaborate with conservation authorities in the Czech Republic. At the Faculty of Science, |
teach an introductory Botany course as well as specialized courses focused on the biology of
pteridophytes, the flora and vegetation of Central Europe, vegetation mapping, and
conservation management. I am a graduate of this faculty, strongly connected to it, and have
always greatly appreciated its friendly atmosphere. During and after my doctoral studies, I spent
approximately five years working in practical nature conservation at the Broumovsko Protected
Landscape Area and the Sumava National Park Administration, after which I returned to the
Department of Botany, where I have now been employed for sixteen years.

I am running for the staff chamber of the Biological Section of the Academic Senate. Above
all, I would like students at our faculty to have a positive and supportive learning environment.
Because I teach several core courses, I frequently interact with Bachelor’s students, enjoy
talking with them, and would naturally like to facilitate the flow of their feedback to the faculty
leadership. I am an opponent of unnecessary bureaucratic burden, and in the Senate I would
advocate for minimizing administrative load for both students and instructors (we already have
a robust dean’s office staff for that). At the same time, I support high flexibility and meaningful
integration of study programmes that naturally lead toward specialization. I would also like to
focus on increasing the national visibility and outreach of our faculty. It would be excellent if
our outstanding faculty were better known throughout the country and if we could once again
broaden the geographic range from which our students come.
